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Internal Publication Policy (projects proposed by pilot e-adni partners)
1. Clinical and MR data are freely available to all partners

2. Proposals for publications and analyses on biosamples should be submitted to the steering committee c/o study coordinator (e.adni@fatebenefratelli.it)

3. The title of the proposed study should be circulated to all partners to check interest of other partners to participate and define a manuscript writing team (MWT) 

4. The authorship list should include one author per partner and those authors who the MWT will believe eligible based on contribution to the writing

5. The title will need to include the expression: "pilot European ADNI"

6. The acknowledgement section should report the following statement: "The pilot European ADNI study was funded thanks to an unrestricted grant by the Alzheimer's Association".

External Publication Policy (projects proposed by scientists outside the pilot e-adni consortium)

1. Clinical and MR data are available to scientists who are not part of the pilot E-ADNI consortium subject to approval by the steering committee

2. Proposals for publications and analyses, including Principal Investigator and MWT, should be submitted to the steering committee c/o study coordinator (e.adni@fatebenefratelli.it)

3. The abstract of the proposed study will be circulated to all partners for approval. If a pilot E-ADNI partner feels able to contribute to the project, negotiations to be part of the MWT will need to be carried out with the project Principal Investigator

4. The authorship list should include those authors who the MWT will believe eligible based on contribution to the writing and the expression “… and the pilot European Alzheimer’s Disease Neuroimaging Initiative”
5. The acknowledgement section should report the following statement: "The pilot European ADNI study was funded thanks to an unrestricted grant by the Alzheimer's Association".
